Leone, and following that visit I set up a small charity, EducAid Sierra Leone, with a 

friend.  It’s a very difficult country to walk away from, and what started off as a small 

project has grown. Today we run four schools; that’s how I got into aid agency work.  

In 2003, Mr Mason joined Atos KPMG Consulting, as consultant for the Serbian, 

Bangladeshi and Bosnian governments on aid work.  In 2004, Swithun was a founding 

partner of Beaumont Business Solutions, a niche business process management and 

change consultancy where he was responsible for system and change programmes in 

large and blue chip clients in the City of London and overseas. 
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Standard Bank Offshore’s Chief Operating Officer Julian Davies said: “We are 

experiencing strong growth across the Offshore Group and we are delighted to have 

appointed someone of Swithun’s  calibre”
